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Introduce the research area and project objectives. Discuss methods employed, field of impact, collaborations and notable results. Write for an audience of diverse NSE grantees and the wider scientific research community. (At a level roughly equivalent to that of an article in the journal Science.) Use text and figures as appropriate. It is important to include contact information, links, and important references at the end as shown below.
The overview document is an important vehicle for project dissemination. Project overviews will be posted on the conference website (in PDF format) and linked the nsf.gov/nano site and the nano.gov site. Project overviews are used by:
· Other NSE grantees to build collaborations and strengthen the network of research in nanotechnology
· The staff of the NSF and other government agencies
· Congress and governmental committees
· Industry
· The wider science and engineering research community
· The educational community
· The public
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
