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IRG 4 of the Center for Nanotechnology in Society at UCSB (Appelbaum) develops an understanding of global development and diffusion of nanotechnology with an emphasis on E and S Asia.  China has made nanotechnology one of four science “megaprojects” that will carry the country into its high-tech future.  China has aggressive state-led investment in basic research but also in R&D activities at the commercial end of the value chain.  
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Rapid advances in Chinese  nanotechnology are due to:

· high level of international collaboration

· targeted governmental spending on nano-related R&D and commercialization
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 Publication analysis: By 2007 China equaled or possibly surpassed the U.S. in terms of total output, with a  substantial increase in publication rate beginning in 2003.
