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Results of this research project, led by Bimber, of the Center for Nanotechnology in Society UCSB IRG 3 indicate that coverage of nanotechnologies in the media has waxed and waned over the last decade. 
Generally, heavier coverage has been a response to action involving government agencies such as the EPA. Since 2003, newspaper stories on nanotechnologies have been dominated by three frames: progress, regulation, and generic risks and benefits of nanotechnology.
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
