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The Columbia University Nanocenter, in collaboration with its partners City College of New York, Rowen University, and Barnard College, held its signature educational event on Saturday, October 17, 2009.  Approximately 400 high school students from over 30 different high schools in New York City and surrounding areas attended this event.  The event included lectures on Nanotechnology by Prof. Colin Nuckolls of the Columbia University Chemistry Department, Prof. Wendy Crone from the University of Wisconsin, and Bill Nye, The Science Guy, famous for educational programs in television and other media.  Following lunch the program included an exhibition which featured over hands-on demonstrations and presentations by Nanocenter students and faculty as well as by organizations including the University of Wisconsin Materials Research Center, General Electric, Brookhaven National Laboratories, New York Hall of Science, Museum of Science in Boston, and the Franklin Institute.  The program concluded with a presentation on “Energy and Nanotechnology” by science educator Tim Miller.
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
