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Dr. David Berube is a Professor of Communication at North Carolina State University in Raleigh, North Carolina. He is currently the PI on a National Science Foundation – Nanotechnology Interdisciplinary Research Team grant to study how the public unpackages toxicological information on the health and safety of nanoparticles. He has published widely on the role of the public in science and technology policy and is author of the book NanoHype. Currently, Dr. Berube is researching how digital media influences communication regarding science and technology. Specifically, he is developing a better understanding of how digital media impacts information-seeking behavior, trust and risk perceptions. He serves as the Director of the Public Communication of Science and Technology (PCOST) Project at North Carolina State University and is the founder and Manager of the Center for Emerging Technologies, LLC, a Raleigh, NC based digital media consulting firm.
