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CNS-UCSB convened 85 participants from the United States, Europe, Japan, three of the largest emerging economies (China, India, and Brazil), and other emerging economies for an ‘Emerging Technologies/Emerging Economies: (Nano)technology for Equitable Development’ conference.  
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This conference - held in Washington, D.C. November 4-6, 2009 - was a joint effort between the University of California’s NSF-funded Center for Nanotechnology in Society, the Woodrow Wilson International Center for Scholars (which hosted the conference), and Rice University’s Center for Biological and Environmental Nanotechnology.  The conference included:

·  Focused discussions designed to bridge the north/south divide (facilitated by Meridian Institute)
· Plenary papers & breakout workshops around four themes, problem-solving, and networking
· National Press Club luncheon with Keynote address from Aneesh Chopra, Federal Chief Technology Officer
· Wilson Center on the Hill
