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The NSF Small Business Innovation Research and Small Business Technology Transfer programs  have been awarding grants to small business engaged in the application of nanoscale science and engineering since 1998. The number and volume of these grants has steadily increased over this twelve year period  reaching close to 150 grants in 2010 at a funding level of close to $30 million. The talk will briefly describe the current award process for the NSF SBIR/STTR  program , the breakdown of the $30 million in grants between nanomaterials , nanoscale devices, nano- instrumentation, nanomanufacturing , and nanoEHS. Specific examples of various grants where companies are commercializing nanotechnology involving  nanoparticles, nanocoatings, nanobiomaterials, nanoelectronics, nanomanufacturing and environmental technology will be given.
